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SCC to Offer ‘The Art of Jewelry Making’ Courses 

Southeastern Community College’s Continuing Education Division will offer two classes in 
“The Art of Jewelry Making” on the college campus in T-121. The first class will meet on 
Saturdays, October 17 through December 12 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. and the second class will meet 
Tuesdays and Thursdays, November 5 through November 24 from 5:30 to 9:30 p.m.
